4: Lesson Title: Are Men Stronger than Women?

By the end of the lesson you should be able to:

· Have considered how men and women are normally perceived
· Understand the some basic Christian teachings on equality
· 5: Lesson Title: What did Jesus teach about racism?
  By the end of the lesson you should be able to:

· Have considered links between religion and racism 
· Understand what Jesus meant by love your neighbour
· 6: Lesson Title: What does the story of the Good Samaritan teach?
  By the end of the lesson you should be able to:

· Know the story of the Good Samaritan
· Understand the teachings contained in the Good Samaritan story
7: Lesson Title: Anti-discrimination Poster

By the end of the lesson you should be able to:
· Demonstrate that you understand the content of the unit

· Show that you understand religious teachings towards prejudice and discrimination



	Assessments:
Assessment - End of unit assessment/poster
You will be assessed on a creative and informative poster challenging prejudice and discrimination.

Level 4 - You can describe and/or illustrate some points about prejudice and discrimination but only in a small amount of detail. You give your own opinions but do not fully explain them.

Level 5 - You can describe but can also explain and or illustrate the reasons for challenging prejudice and discrimination. You include simple references to religion

Level 6 - You can describe, explain and/or illustrate as well as analyse the reasons for challenging prejudice and discrimination in society. You include reference to religion and fully explain your own opinions.

Level 7 - You can do all of the above, but can also compare differences between religions and non-religious viewpoints. You have balanced conclusions using arguments and evidence.
